Wherefore, we, like children, carry 
the banner of triumph and victory, and we cry to Thee, O conqueror of death:  Hosanna in 
the highest, Blessed is He that cometh in the name of the Lord.

O Christ God, when we were buried with thee in Baptism, we became deserving of thy 
Resurrection to immortal life.  Wherefore, we praise thee, crying:  Hosanna in the 
highest, blessed is He that cometh in the Name of the Lord.

Upborne upon the heavenly throne, and seated upon the earthly foal, O Christ our God, 
receive the praoses of angels and the hymns of men, receive the praises of angels and the 
hymns of men, exclaiming before Thee, Blessed is He that cometh to restore Adam.
