THE TROPARION OF THE RESURRECTION in Tone 5 
Christ is risen from the dead trampling down death by death, and upon those in the tombs 
bestowing life.

THE TROPARION OF THE RESURRECTION in Tone 5: 
Let all us believers give praise and worship to the Word, of one essence with the Father and 
with the Spirit, and who is eternal.  Who was born of the Virgin for our salvation.  For He 
did willingly ascend in the flesh to be hung from the Cross and to suffer pain and death, and 
to lift up the dead by His glorious Resurrection. 
 

THE TROPARION FOR SAINTS CONSTANTINE & HELEN in tone 8: 
Constantine, who is Thine apostle among kings, O Lord, having beheld with his own eyes 
the sign of Thy Cross in heaven, and like Paul, having accepted Thy call not from man, 
entrusted the reigning city to Thy hands, delivering it with safety for all time by the 
intercessions of the Theotokos, O Thou Who art alone the Lover of mankind. 
 

THE TROPARION OF ST. GEORGE in Tone 4 
As Deliverer of captives, defender of the poor, healer of the infirm, champion of kings; 
victorious Great Martyr George, intercede with Christ our God for our souls' salvation.

Thou didst descend into the tomb, O Immortal; Thou didst destroy the power of death.  In 
victory didst Thou arise, O Christ God; proclaiming, Rejoice! to the myrrhbearing women;
